Costuming

costumes appropriate for a film cast member attending a Hollywood 
party dressed in an outfit he might be wearing for the filming of his cur-
rent movie. 
 

Chuck Smith has e-mailed a list of appropriate costumes, including the 
maximum number of people who should wear a particular style.  If you 
are making your own costume, bring or wear it to the Tuesday rehearsal 
before the show.  If you are renting one, see if you can pick it up in time 
to bring it that Tuesday. 
 

Costumes can be rented with a 
20 percent discount on all rent-
als (mention SOP Chorus) at 
Mardi Gras Costume Shop, 
5895 N. Granite Reef Road, 
Scottsdale. 
 

Chuck will have a sign-up sheet 
for costumes you would like 

to  wear, with several choices in case your first one or two has been 
taken. Contact him if you need a copy of the recommended cos-
tumes.  As our fashion consultant, Ray Estes, says, we donôt want to 

end up with three Zorros or five Frankensteins.  He adds that if you are 
making your own, model it for Chuck to be sure it doesnôt look like a bad 

Halloween costume.

My first Gold Medal  came in 
1976 in San Francisco at the 
Cow Palace. The Phoenicians 
had lost to Dallas in 1975 and 

we had to admit that they taught 
everybody a lesson in how to 
sing. 
 

We preformed ñDon't Leave me 
Dear Old Mammyò  and  ñNew 
Orleans Post Parade ñ  contest 
package  with powder-blue caps 
that threw back to reveal a band 
uniform for the Parade, white top 
hats and all. 
 

When we came off stage, to a 
man we thought we had flubbed 
it.  We had done it so much bet-
ter in rehearsal that we were 
downcast.  As we were chang-
ing  in the cow barn (literally), 
which was the dressing area 
next to the Cow Palace,  be-

moaning our 
fate,  bounding 
down the path 
came Reed 
Aramian hardly 
touching the 
ground, shout-
ing ñWe 
Won!ò.  Golden 
Moment #1 
 

#2.  We had a retreat in Care-
free.  I don't recall the exact 
year, maybe 1982 or ó83.  Vocal 
Majority Director Jim Clancy 
came to coach us.  When it 
came time for him to depart  we 
sang for him,  TO HIM, ñWith a 
Song In My Heartò  and brought 
the great man to tears.  Emo-
tional for all in the room. 
 

#3.  In Seattle in 1983 the Phoe-
nicians OWNED the Sheraton 
Hotel.  Our PR guy  got the Gov-
ernorôs office to declare that ho-
tel an outpost of Arizona for the 
day.  We rode into town from the 
airport in a bus with a big banner 
on the side and  put the  banner 
across the lobby. With our cos-
tume changes and smoke 
bombs,  we beat Greg 
Lynn's  West Towns  Chorus 

from Chicago by a few points (all 
from the  Stage Presence Cate-
gory) The uproar caused the 
Society to change the rules.  A

The Wells Fargo garage east of 
the Orpheum Theater on Adams 
Street is offering chorus members 
a special rate of $5 per day for 
parking.
